 Gandalf is a tall, large-framed, 
and sharp 3 year-old buck who excels in 
feet and legs, smoothness of blending, 
body capacity, and strength of bone.  In 
his one and only buck show he was 
Reserve Champion twice in tough 
Northwest competition.  Multiple herds 
have now used Gandalf and his kids have 
demonstrated great consistency in being tall, long, 
and growthy with superb dairy character and 
sharpness throughout.  We anticipate well-
attached and capacious mammaries on his 
daughters much like we have come to expect from 
our Travis daughters—six of which are pictured 
below.  Gandalf’s littermate twin, GCH Golden 
Compass 2*M quickly finished her star milk record 
and her championship at her new Kickapoo-Valley 
home winning 4xGCH and 3xBOB this year, 
including being Illinois State Fair Best of Breed.

Audrey was one of Laurie’s 
foundation LaManchas and was Katya’s co-hort in 
crime, to say we’ve long since admired Audrey’s 
and her daughter’s style, dairyness, and structure 
would be a huge understatement—and we are

5. Barnowl Quantum Leap  American white DOB: 05/2008  
Quantum Leap is the twin to Quan-

tum Magic, our 2008 Spotlight Sale con-
signment (purchased by Jocelyn Morris).  
He is an incredibly handsome buck that 
we somehow didn’t get a real picture of 
before he came into rut!  But he is the 
happy boy wishing everyone a wonderful 
New Year’s on the next page!  Instead we have in-
cluded a picture of his lovely father, Vigilante News 
(owned by Cindy Silva).  Quantum essentially looks 
like one of Laurie’s big, powerful Saanen bucks—but 
without the ears.  He is long and level with a wide, 
flat rump, superb dairy character, and very strong 
feet and legs.  And his striking uphill carriage makes 
him a real eye-catcher in the field.  We will be using 
him as a “clean-up” buck in late fall and he will be on 
lease for most of the breeding season.
